Opening Discussion: How are you like your mother or father: In musical ability? Mechanical ability? Athletic ability?





What primary fact about God do you find stated twice in verses 1-2? (Look for the verb)


How did God communicate in “many and various ways” through the prophets? (Give some examples) How is this different from speaking by His Son?


Who is Jesus and what did He do (1:1-3)?


To what (or whom) is Jesus compared here (see verse 3)?


In what ways is Jesus superior to the old system of sacrifices and priests?


How is Jesus superior to angels? The writer quotes seven Old Testament scriptures establishing that. Discuss the writer’s reasoning.


Why were angels so revered at that time?


These days Christians seem to know more about demons than angels. Look up a Bible dictionary to learn more about angels and study these passages: Luke 1:11-19,26-37; 2:13-14; 22:43; Acts 5:19; 7:53; 8:26; Revelation 5:11-12


Why do you think it is important for Christians to read the Old Testament as well as the New? What particular difficulties do you have in reading the Old Testament? Share with the rest of the group any helpful tips you have for getting more out of the Old Testament.


When did Jesus Christ become more than just a name to you? How do you respond to who Jesus is?


Why is Jesus’ superiority important to the way we live?


What situations might cause you to doubt the superiority of Christ?
