Opening Discussion (icebreaker) : List the names of some people you trust.  Why do you trust them?





In this passage, how does true faith express itself?  


What kinds of victory have been won through faith?


How did some of the people listed suffer for their faith?   


Why is it that the life of faith does not always involve success by the world’s standards?  


What evidence is there that God does not promise us heaven on earth?  (11: 34-38)  How might you need to adjust your expectations of God?   What part does suffering play in living by faith?


Why does the writer give such a list of people who live faithfully before God in a hostile world?  What do all these people have in common?  What was the promise for which these faithful ones had to wait and receive with us?  What is the something better that perfects us and those that have gone on before us (compare Hebrews 7:19, 22).


What does the writer encourage us to put away?  (12:1-2).


How is Jesus described in 12:2?  What do these phrases mean?


How does considering Jesus (12:3) help us not to grow weary and lose heart?   Do you agree that he is the best example of someone who lived by faith?  Why?


In what ways do you think God is calling you to trust him at the present time?  


To close: Pray for each other remembering that Jesus is the author and perfecter of our faith.   Pray together about your response to this chapter.  What do you really want God to do in your life?
