From  verses 1-10, what do we know about Melchizedek? (refer Genesis 14:17-20).  What was his ancestry?  Where did he come from?  What did his name mean?  What became of him?


How did Abraham regard him?  What did Abraham give him?


What is the main point of the comparison between Abraham and Melchizedek?


How was Melchizedek’s priesthood superior to the priests descended from Levi and Aaron (v11)?


Why was another type of priesthood needed?


In what ways is Jesus like the Melchizedek portrayed here (vv12-17)?


Why was the law set aside (vv18-19)? In what sense had it failed?


Do you think this chapter has the same effect on Christians today as it did on the original readers?  Why or why not?  What is there in this passage that has been significance for all believers?  


The writer of the book of Hebrews was showing Jesus’ superiority over the priests to Jews who were tempted to go back to their old ways.  What are some of the “old ways” that tempt you to turn aside from Jesus?


How is Jesus superior to these old ways in your life?
