Opening Discussion (icebreaker) What event have you gone through “once” but never want to go through again?





What was the difference between Jesus’ priesthood and the Jewish priesthood (refer 7:23-24)?


What is Jesus’ role as high priest (7:25-28)?


Why is it significant that Jesus sacrificed himself “once for all” (7:27)?


How was Jesus appointed priest? How does this contrast with other priests (7:28)?


Write in your own words what it means that Jesus is your priest. Think of different situations in your daily life when Jesus’ priesthood is important to you. Share with others in the group what you have written.


How did Jesus change the way people could be forgiven (9:11-18)?


What has Jesus done with our sins (9:14-15)?


What was the old covenant? What is the new covenant (9:15)? How do they differ? What is a mediator?  What do they do?


What assurances do Christians have that past sins are completely forgiven and taken away?


How does the truth of permanent forgiveness affect the way you worship?


Do you agree with the writer of Hebrews that guilt is a common human problem (see 9:9,14)? What things do people do to try to clear their consciences or cover up their sins?


Why is Christ’s blood the only effective atonement for sin? Spend some time thanking God together for Christ’s sacrifice on our behalf.
