Study #2 of 7





“Christ at the Centre!”


Revelation Chapter 5














A messages on the text of Scripture addressed in this lesson will be presented at BNBC on 31 Oct.1999 by Pastor Allan Demond.
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Opening Up:  Who is your best friend?  (You may have many friends or find it hard to name just one.)  Pick one and describe that friend to the group.  What do you really like about this person?  Why would you want other to know them?





Take a few quiet moments and mediate on the worthiness of Jesus.  (Note: you might choose to use quiet music or just to sit in silence for several minutes.)


Reflecting on the Scriptures (Read Revelation 5:1 - 14):





After reading the passage reflect on these questions:


Why is Jesus Worthy?


What is Jesus worthy to do in John’s vision?


What is Jesus worthy to do in your life?





Why do you think John wept in the opening verses of chapter 5 (here are some thought starters)?  


because he really wanted to know what was in the scroll?


because he encountered his own unworthiness as he never had before?


because he was overwhelmed at the sinfulness of creation?


because he wanted to be worthy but was not?�


Where was Jesus (the Lamb) positioned in this scene (vs. 6)?  What significance does this have for your understanding of life and history?�


What does the picture of “bowls of incense” say to you about the place of prayer in God’s Kingdom (vs. 8)?�


What two things has Christ done to be made worthy (vss. 9 & 10)?  Explain what these actions mean in your own words.�


Notice how the choir of praise keeps growing in number from verses 8 to 13 of the chapter.  What does this say about the place of Jesus in God’s creation?  (cf. Phil 2:9-11).�


Personal Reflection:  Do you picture Jesus as this chapter of Scripture presents him?  Do you live your life with a vision of the exalted Christ shaping your daily actions and decisions? �
